Be with our schools as difficult decisions have to be made, may
our children and their teachers be kept safe. Lord, in your mercy, hear our prayer.

Father, though you were rich, for our sake you became poor: show your love for the poor and powerless, and
strengthen all those who suffer. We pray for those who are depressed and frightened at the beginning of this
new year. Those for whom the future is very dark and difficult, those who can no longer fight the battle and

are struggling to keep going. We think of members of our church community we have not seen for ages, and
we pray for those who are sick. Lord, in your mercy, hear our prayer.

Father, the wise men presented to your Son gold, incense, and myrrh: accept the gifts we bring, and the
offering of our hearts at the beginning of this new year. We pray for the economic life of our country, for our
businesses, our charities, our churches, our Diocese, as we try and cope with the financial problems Covid is
causing. We ask for strength to believe in your love, your gift, your purpose, as we journey through this year.
Lord, in your mercy, hear our prayer.

Father, you are the King of Heaven, the hope of all who trust in you: give to all the faithful departed the
wonders of your salvation. We think of those we miss, for all who mourn this day.
Lord, in your mercy, hear our prayer.

Rejoicing in the fellowship of wise men, shepherds, and angels, and of the Blessed Virgin Mary and Saint
Joseph, we commend ourselves and all humanity to your unfailing love. We bring our prayers together as we
pray the prayer that Jesus taught us:

Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy name: thy kingdom come, thy will be done, on earth as it
is in heaven. Give us this day our daily bread. And forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive those who
trespass against us.
